These materials include regulatory requirements affecting natural gas use, and may be tailored to meet the needs of your facility. INSTRUCTIONS





The compliance auditing spreadsheets are in Excel.  They can be easily changed and adapted to your facility’s needs.  It is very important that you review these, and modify them appropriately to incorporate rule updates, specific permit conditions, conditions specific to your facility, etc.





Step One - Customize the rule summary spreadsheets to include specific requirements for your facility.





To use these materials most effectively, first review the summary of rule requirements found in Rrules.xls. for RECLAIM facilities, or NRRules.xls, for non-RECLAIM facilities.  These summaries are based upon the rules in effect at the time of this writing - March 15, 1996.  �


Add additional requirements, or modify these requirements, to meet the needs of your facility.  If, in the future, the SCAQMD’s Title V guidance requires compliance with older regulations listed in the State Implementation Plan, these will have to be added.  You may wish to add requirements related to Air Toxics, Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), etc.  Some suggestions to add requirements are noted at the bottom of the spreadsheet.   





You may also want create specific master checklists for each piece of equipment, which can be used each time you audit the euqipment.   In this case, you could delete requirements that don’t apply to that specific piece of equipment.





Also, most air districts have similar requirements; modifying the spreadsheets to conform to other air districts’ regulations would be fairly simple. (To change the headers and footers, look under File, Page Setup.)





Step Two - Customize the rule summary spreadsheets to include your specific auditing program.





Go through the summary spreadsheet and complete the last four columns:  





Internal Verification Actions for Compliance Assurance,


Responsible Individual,


Verification Documentation, and


Date of Most Recent Compliance Verification.





Refer to the example provided to understand the use of these categories better.  They are intended to be a summary of your facility’s policies and procedures to maintain air quality compliance; you can modify them if others would better describe your specific situation.





Step Three - Customize the compliance checklists.





After customizing the appropriate rule summary spreadsheet, review the compliance checklists for applicability to your facility.  Modify the checklists as necessary to meet the needs of each equipment unit.  Again, some guidance to modify the checklists is noted at the bottom of the spreadsheet.  You may wish to add audit questions to assure compliance with requirements or problems that have caused violations in the past, questions that would assure compliance with permit conditions, etc.  





Step Four - Conduct a compliance audit of your facility.





Complete one checklist for each unit.  After completing one checklist for every equipment unit at your facility, organize them for future reference and demonstration of your audit.  If compliance issues are identified, prepare an appropriate compliance plan, and audit the source again after a correction is made.
