SB 14 generators, including small businesses, are required to prepare and submit a Summary Progress Report (SPR) to the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC). Important topics include; identifying the wastes covered under SB 14, clarifying whether a facility is subject to SB 14, and determining major wastes. DTSC experts will discuss the waste reduction analysis process and how to prepare reports for facilities that are subject to this state regulation.
