3. Please provide yearly recorded adjusted 2008-2013 and forecast 2014-2016 O&M expenses for Non-Shared Services items A-D as listed on page 2 of SCG-18-WP, and Shared Services items A-D as listed on page 26 of SCG-18-WP delineated by labor, non-labor and NSE. 

4. Regarding SCG’s response to ORA-SCG-041-PM1 Attachement_Q.6 Supplemental_V2, please provide the following information in the same format:
