1.2. Describe program activities and accomplishments during the month for each of the following types of activities: 

1.2.1. Administrative 

Regular monthly administrative activities include but are not limited to the following activities: continued refining of the customer participation process and program design, review of customer participation and market activity, coordination with participating retailers, vendors, and manufacturers and other market participants, contract management, responding to customer inquiries and concerns, planning of future training events, and managing of program budgets and expenditures. 

This month, additional activities included:

· SCG closed the 2004-2005 NRFIP - Commercial Food Service Equipment Rebate Program due to the dispersal of all rebate funds allocated to that program on Sept. 21st.  SCG closed all other NRFIP elements in June 2005.

· The California Public Utilities Commission unanimously approved the adoption of Sempra Utilities’ proposal to expend 2006 monies to fund closed EE activities in 2005 on Sept. 22nd.  All SCG NRFIP programs including Commercial Food Service Rebate Program , Non Residential Equipment Replacement program, and Non Residential Energy Conservation program were reopened to avoid a lapse in program availability at the end of September.

· SCG met with SDG&E, PG&E, and SCG food service management teams to finalize testing process for the upcoming NRFIP - Energy Efficiency Commercial Food Service Rebate program. The IOUs hope to move these individual local programs to Statewide in 2007.

· SCG participated in the CEC Industrial Workshop held at the ERC on Sept. 29th.  The meeting was also attended by members of the California Energy Commission and So Cal Edison.  The purpose of this meeting was to help uncover additional EE opportunities within the industrial sector.

· SCG EE staff attended the SCG Industrial Service Tech Conference held at the ERC on Sept. 13th and 14th, and delivered NFRIP and other DSM program updates to the approximately 50 attending field technicians.

· SCG EE staff provided NRFIP and other DSM program training to six new Commercial Service Technicians completing their training at SCG’s Pico Rivera training facility on Sept. 19th.

1.2.2. Marketing 

· SCG provided energy efficiency collateral including NRFIP rebate applications, brochures, and other DSM program literature, for the Housing Authority - Bakersfield outreach event held on September 22.  

· On September 29th SCG participated in the annual Access L.A  City Hall event.  Approximately 50 business owners stopped at the SCG table, where they were informed of Express Efficiency and other DSM programs .

· SCG had a booth at the North American Foodservice Equipment Manufacturers(NAFEM) convention on Sept. 22nd -25th.  Provided NRFIP and other DSM Program information, applications and brochures to the thousands of food service representatives and equipment manufacturers in attendance.

· A total of six executive VIP breakfasts are scheduled between 10/11 and 10/26.  Rick Morrow, SCG VP, and the DSM Energy Efficiency program staff will provide executive level presentations providing business leaders/owners with information on The Gas Company's energy efficiency programs and tools to assist them in planning their business strategy for managing increased energy costs.  The EE presentation will focus on the many benefits of energy efficiency, including reduced costs, cleaner air and competitive advantages.  The Gas Company will emphasize that energy efficiency is "here to stay," and the company can help its business customers develop a successful long-term EE strategy.  Business leaders will be  briefed on EE programs that will be available to noncore customers for the first time in 2006, significant EE initiatives for C&I,  and more flexible incentives for long-term EE planning. 

· SCG distributed 382 Commercial Food Service Rebate applications in Sept.  There were 35 other pieces of NRFIP collateral distributed directly to customers by field personnel.  Additional applications and collateral were distributed at additional events, through vendors, and from the internet
