1.2 Describe program activities and accomplishments during the month for each of the following types of activities:

1.2.1 Administrative Codes and Standards Program Manager recorded no extraordinary activities for the month. SAP data was reviewed for possible omissions and /or errors. In addition, budgetary information was reviewed for accuracy. The misposting for travel noted in the September report was corrected. 

1.2.2 Marketing

1.2.3 Direct Implementation

· On October 7, 2004 staff participated via webcast in the Blueprint and Rollout Strategy Team Public meeting in accordance with the Governor’s Hydrogen Highway executive order. A Blueprint for the Hydrogen Highway Rollout is scheduled to be submitted to the Governor by the January 1, 2005 deadline. Various Executive (non-public) Panel meetings from each of the five (5) sub-teams are scheduled for November and early December to assemble the final report for the Governor. The October 7, 2004 meeting was a public meeting to present what progress has been made to date and to solicit input from the public. The entire Hydrogen Highway Blueprint project appears to remain on schedule.  

· During October staff met with the other IOU’s and the CEC in order to continue to pursue mutually beneficial CASE studies for 2004-2005. It is anticipated that at least one (1) additional CASE study will be initiated in 2004. That will bring the total to two (2) for 2004. The goal is four (4) during the 2004-2005 timeframe.

· On October 13, 2004 the CEC conducted a hearing on 45-Day language revisions to Title 20, Appliance Efficiency Standards. All IOU’s were in participation as well as a variety of CEC staffers (XXX is project manager; Commissioner XXX is the presiding commissioner), consultants and manufacturers. The CEC is proposing to modify the efficiency requirements for 23 classes of appliances. There was significant comment/opposition from manufacturers in the categories of ceiling fans, external power supplies and audio/video equipment. The Commission is rewriting the proposed 45-Day language and will present it at a CEC Business Meeting in November.    

· On October 14, 2004 staff attended the Emerging Technology (ET) Summit in San Francisco. Although (ET) was the main focus of the summit, many energy efficiency (EE) issues were explored as well. Some of the EE issues presented and discussed were Advanced Air Conditioning Systems, New Opportunities for Building Envelopes including energy efficient window designs and lighting systems, “cool roof” technology, and private funding of future energy efficiency technologies.  

· Six (6) training classes associated with codes and standards activities were conducted in October. The classes ranged from Title 24 2005 Building Efficiency Standards to High Efficiency HVAC systems. Combined attendance from all classes totaled 93 individuals.
